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AGREED RECORD OF FISHERIES CONSULTATION
BETWEEN ICELAND AND GREENLAND
ON ACESS OF MACKEREL IN THE NORTH-EAST ATLANTIC FOR 2024

1. A delegation from Iceland headed by Gudmundur P6rdarson, Ministry of Food, Agriculture and
Fisheries, and a delegation from Greenland headed by Iben Funch Dgj, Ministry of Fisheries and
Hunting consulted via e-mail on 18 December 2023.

2. The parties recalled the Annual Meeting of the Joint Icelandic-Greenlandic Fisheries Commission
held online 13th of April 2023 and in person 30th of June to 3rd of July 2023. Here the parties
agreed to enter into a bilateral Framework Arrangement that grants access to fish national
mackerel quota in each other’s EEZ.

3. The parties agreed that 739,386 should represent the level of catches for mackerel in the North-
East Atlantic for 2024.

4. In the absence of a comprehensive quota-sharing agreement, Iceland noted that Greenland will
set a national quota for 2024 at 48,060 tons which constitutes 6.5% of Total Allowable Catch
(TAC). Greenland noted that Iceland will set a national quota for 2024 at 121,999 tons which
constitutes 16.5% of Total Allowable Catch (TAC).

5. Iceland and Greenland will grant access to fish up to 10,000 tons of mackerel in each other’s EEZ
from their respective national quotas with up to 2 vessels, as long as neither Party enters into a
partial agreement on the stock. In that case access might be prohibited. The fishing season of 2024
will be a probationary period. Following the probationary period, the conditions will be
reconsidered.

6. Icelandic vessels will have access to fish for mackerel in the Greenlandic EEZ on the same terms
as the Greenlandic vessels. Greenlandic vessels will have access to fish for mackerel in the
Icelandic EEZ. In order to minimize bycatch of Icelandic Summer Spawning Herring, area
restrictions may be put in place.

7. For the fishery for mackerel in the Greenlandic EEZ conditions on sampling apply and guidelines
will be annexed to the license. As according to Greenlandic legislation, Icelandic vessels may be
required to take an observer onboard.

8. For the fishery for mackerel in the Icelandic EEZ conditions on sampling apply and guidelines
will be annexed to the license. Vessels will be required to take an inspector onboard.

9. The agreement will enter finally into force when the Parties have fulfilled their constitutional
requirements necessary for the entry into force of the arrangement.
