ARRANGEMENT
between Iceland and Norway on the
Management of the Norwegian Spring-
Spawning (Atlanto-Scandian) Herring for 2003

Mr. Gunnar PALSSON, Head of Delegation of
Iceland and Mr. Johan H. WILLIAMS, Head of
Delegation of Norway, agree to recommend to
their respective authorities the following ad-hoc
arrangement between Norway and Iceland on the
management of their respective fisheries on
Norwegian Spring-Spawning (Atlanto-Scandian)
herring in 2003.

1. The basis for the Parties” quotas in 2003 on
the Norwegian Spring-Spawning (Atlanto-
Scandian) herring stock, hereinafter referred
to as herring, shall be a total allowable catch
(TAC) of 711,500 tonnes in 2003.

2. In keeping with the above, the Delegations
agreed on the following allowable catches for
2003:

110,334 tonnes
433,800 tonnes

3. Within the catch limits referred to in para-
graph 2 Iceland will transfer 7,100 tonnes of
its total catch limitation of herring to
Norway, which is included in the total
Norwegian catch limit in para 2.

4. Within the catch limits referred to in para-

graph 1 and 2 the Parties may conclude bilat-
eral arrangements with other Parties, includ-
